Appointment process

Candidates are required to complete the following:

Application form
The application form will be used to shortlist candidates for the final selection stage.  Please ensure that all sections of the form are completed.  The application form contains a statement of suitability.  The purpose of the statement of suitability is to allow candidates to do two things.  Firstly, to explain why you are interested and motivated to apply for this role and secondly it also allows a space for candidates to identify what they will bring to the role that hasn’t been possible to bring out in the structured application form.  

Diversity Monitoring form
This information will only be used for general monitoring purposes and candidate information will not be passed to the selection panel.  

Receipt confirmation

The Office of the Police & Crime Commissioner (OPCC) will confirm receipt of candidate applications although confirmation will only take place during weekdays and normal office hours.
