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Disqualifications

The Chair and members should be and seen to be appropriate and Independent of the Police & Crime Commissioner and Chief Constable. As such the following are not eligible to be Chair or Members of the Joint Audit Committee:  

· A standing or ex Police & Crime Commissioner (PCC) or Chief Constable;
· A member or ex-member of a Police & Crime Panel;

· Serving police officers including PCSO’s or have served as a police officer within the last 8 years;

· Currently serving staff or volunteers of the Constabulary or Office of the Police & Crime Commissioner;

· Elected and currently serving local government councillors or those active in local or national politics;

· Currently serving officers of any county, city, borough or district councils within the force area;

· Individuals who have significant business or personal dealings with the Office of the Police, PCC or Chief Constable or the Constabulary;

· Individuals who have close relationships with or who are close personal associates of the PCC, Chief Constable or senior officers of the PCC or Chief Constable including immediate family members and as such may not have the requisite level of independence required for Joint Audit Committee membership;

· Individuals removed from a trusteeship of a charity;

· Individuals under a disqualification order under the Company Directors Disqualification Act;

· A person who has been adjudged a bankrupt, or made a composition or arrangement with his creditors;

· Anyone convicted in the UK, Channel Islands or the Isle of Man of any offence and has had passed on a sentence of imprisonment (whether suspended or not) for a period of not less than three months without the option of a fine, within the last five years prior to their appointment.
